Margo Pasha, Steve Graber and I
attended Love INC’s very spiritual
and uplifting national convention
recently where Love INC was
presented as “the Movement.” As a
newer affiliate, our Love INC is at a
level one of this movement. Our
goal is to live into and move
forward. Level two Love INC
affiliates offer a relational ministry
with numerous gap ministries and
ongoing skills classes for clients in
need. Level three Love INC
affiliates transform communities
with a community development
model. At the conference, Love
INC shared that some affiliates are
moving to a fourth level in which
Love INCs have a campus with
transitional housing and several
services on site. Our level one
affiliate is finding ways to begin
living into this vision and we are
accomplishing that with the Love
INC model, one step at a time. We
are taking steps toward relational
ministry with the mentoring
program offered by Haven’s Hope
and with a mentoring pilot program
that is in the works by a St. Andrew
United Methodist group. We are
taking steps in community
development with the great work of
our Homelessness Task Group.

From an Intake Volunteer. ..... A Love Story

The story of an elderly man who needed rides to frequent medical appointments
touched my heart. When I spoke with him listening to his need, I told him he
reminded me of my father, a World War II veteran. I could hear him smiling
over the phone. He was apologetic that he had this need for rides, as he wasn’t
the typical homeless or hungry client with whom we spoke. He lived comforta-
bly with his daughter who had a car but was busy working and shuttling her chil-
dren from activity to activity. Not to worry, I assured him—our system is de-
signed to pair people who have all types of needs with volunteers anxious to
help. When we set this client up with a volunteer to provide him transportation,
we made a perfect match. They were both World War II veterans who were now
trading war stories during their time together. These octogenarians had each
made a new friend.
